On Monday, all of our teachers joined colleagues across the Trust for a TPAT-wide INSET day. Our 

Early Years team spent the day at Threemilestone exploring how we can further strengthen early 

language development, while the rest of our teaching team headed to the Hall for Cornwall for a 

day focused on teaching, learning, and the structures that best support high-quality classroom 

practice. It was inspiring to see so many teachers from across the Trust coming together with a 

shared commitment to improving outcomes for children. 

Continuing the theme of professional development, our staff also attended training on 

Wednesday evening at Goonhavern School. This session focused on relational practice—

deepening our understanding of how children’s brains develop, how they respond to 

relationships, and how we can use this knowledge to support them more effectively. It has given 

us lots to reflect on and build into our day-to-day practice. 

Mathematics has been my personal focus this week, and I have been genuinely blown away by 

the quality of learning happening across the school. Our children’s passion for the subject shines 

through in their books, and I felt extremely proud to share this with a visiting teacher from 

another school. The standard of presentation, reasoning, and confidence is something everyone 

should feel proud of—well done to all of our children and staff. 

Looking ahead to next week, we are keeping everything crossed for some drier weather as we 

hope to take a large number of children from Years 4, 5 and 6 to the annual cross-country event 

at Richard Lander School. For those who have expressed an interest, permission forms will be 

coming home soon.
